PFA News 

What is PFA? 

PFA stands for Parents and Friends Association. It is a volunteer run committee often comprising parents, care givers 

and staff, designed to foster community, support in the school environment and raise funds for school 

improvements. PFA organise social events, incursions as well as facilitate partnerships between families and the 

school.
